You will find a request from him for members to give
their suggestions for the changes they feel are needed to
improve the functioning of ISLE. Please do respond to
him and help our Society to have a more effective set of
bye-laws in place.

For some time now many of us have felt that the
newsletter should carry case studies of actual lighting
projects carried out in India. In the last issue we carried
an article by Ar. Rohini Mani. We would now like to have
a case study from the technical point of view with some
technical data and calculations. | would request members
to help in this regard by sending us such articles. In this
issue we are carrying an article on outdoor sports lighting
by Mr. Raja Mukherjee.

The consequences of the economic problems worldwide
are having their repercussions on the lighting industry in
India as well. Nevertheless, the discipline of lighting has
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come of age and even with the anticipated slowdown huge
lighting projects are on the anvil. For example, | am told
by a reliable source that the lighting component of the
Delhi airport Terminal 3 project will exceed 100 crores!!

In view of this, more than ever before it is imperative
that knowledge of good lighting practice is widely available
to both specifiers and consultants on the one hand and
users on the other. To this end ISLE is organising regular
seminars and conferences.

Masterplanning Urban Lighting
What a visual mess most of our towns and cities look
at night!

Street lighting and traffic signs - Shop windows -
Advertising signs - Architectural Building lighting - Festive
lighting - All competing which each other for your
attention, and very often wasting both money and energy
resources to outshine each other to be bigger and brighter
than their neighbour.

Masterplanning Urban Lighting is a comprehensive
concept that considers the urban nightscape in all its
aspects. It starts with safety and security and moves on
to the forming of the objective impressions of all the
various visual components of both residents and visitors
that help to ensure an attractive, commercially successful
and energy efficient night-time economy.

Currently, most urban lighting is undertaken by
separate bodies such as Highway Departments looking
after the roads and signage, Tourist Boards looking after
the decorative lighting of major features and the private
developer looking to illuminate his office building or
advertising hoarding. The aim therefore of this Division 5
Guide will be to bring together all these aspects of lighting
in a balanced Masterplan which should also help to
minimise overlighting and energy waste.

There is no doubt that light is one of the most
important elements within the physical environment and
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that it is the primary source necessary for all visual
perception. During the day, the city is lit by the sun and
sky. This natural light, constantly changing in intensity
and colour, gives the entire physical world around us shape
and form. When darkness falls, all this changes. The
structure of objects disappears and even shapes became
difficult to discern and the opportunities afforded by
artificial lighting become apparent.

The primary purpose of urban lighting is the provision
of sufficient illumination to perceive the environment in
order to facilitate orientation, safety and security. This
aspect is termed "utility" lighting and covers such items
as roads, squares, bus stations and carparks. However its
further purpose is to enhance the urban nightscape by
emphasizing its aesthetic values, such as architecture,
parks and the natural setting or landscape and this can
be termed loosely "architectural” lighting.

Masterplanning the urban nightscape is a way to
integrate all these aspects in order that they compliment
each other rather than distract from each other. It can
involve the lighting of whole cities or selected urban
elements, such as an important functional area or a part
of the city, for example an historical centre or a
redeveloped industrial zone.

There are already a number of Urban Lighting
Masterplans designed for cities around the world from
Edinburgh to Sydney, not forgetting the parts of Beijing
that many CIE Members were introduced to at last year's
Quadrennial Meeting. However, to start such schemes off,
many lighting professionals have had to help explain what
a Lighting Masterplan is - hopefully, this document can
help them explain the issues to the Politicians, City
Planners and others responsible for instigating and
funding urban Masterplans

It is planned to publish the Division 5 Guide sometime
in 2009 following which it will be targeted at interested
groups such as the membership of LUCI and the PLDA to
help spread the word.

Terms of Reference: To review the potential optical
radiation hazards from infrared eye-tracking systems when
exposure durations are continuous throughout the day.
Emphasis is placed upon the use of eye-tracking for gaze-
based communication for severely disabled persons, which
requires exposure of the eyes throughout a day over many
years. Although there exist exposure guidelines from the
International Commission on Non-lonizing Radiation
(ICNIRP) for infrared exposure and a CIE Standard
(S-009) for photobiological safety of lamps and lamp
systems, the lengths of exposure employed in this type of
interface technology for disabled users may exceed the
durations envisioned in the current exposure guidelines
and standards. Abnormalities in the eye behaviour of
severely disabled users may also require special treatment
in safety standards.
